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Another 118 for 721n that is exclusively
Ashkenaz besides 7% 1nyn is known as 1798
o*1mwn. These five stanzas plus refrain of 190K
D°I1wn were written by 0772X (the first letter of
each stanza spells this: mM?P7 77 2°1272 190K
mapn).

There seems to be a question as to the identity
of the author of this 115, The author 2pPy° 20
230w 'R1AY in the publication 87w MK (source
“12” of the text) discusses this 17D
exhaustively. Some believe that the author of
this is R. Avraham Ibn Ezra but I am not so
sure. Ibn Ezra lived from 1089—-1164 and the
first mention of this 11279 didn't happen until
the 1400s by the Mahari Bruna (1400-1480), a
talmid of Israel Isserlin (the Trumas
HaDeshen). This was close to 300 years later!

I am a strong proponent of Occam's razor, a
problem-solving principle which states that
among competing hypotheses, the one with the
fewest assumptions should be selected. Other,
more complicated solutions may ultimately
prove correct, but—in the absence of certainty
—the fewer assumptions that are made, the
better. Too many assumptions must be created
in order for me to believe that this song was
not put down in writing for so long.
